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Miwa had long been agonizing in darkness ever since he could remember. When he lay
awake for a night or two, he would sacrifice his own body to a lump of clay and flame.

In recent years, Miwa has changed. The reason, | think, is there exists something
unconsciously developed in his piece which he consciously produced, and he has noticed
that this “something” leads his pieces to success. It is something that is brought about
by what Kenzaburo Oe called the “habit of art” (Jinsei no Shukan, 1992) which was
cultivated in the house of ceramics. It can also be said that it is a big capacity like a
providence of nature that exists unconsciously or energy that gets the universe moving.

I think Miwa has reached such a thought with confidence that “I am happy as long as |
can do may job that lets me face reality.” | would like to continue looking closely at him

who has taken a new but steady step.
